3.  Service specific member data (USAR/ARNG needs a DA Form 2-1; USAFR needs a Surf; USNR needs a Brief Digest of Military History; USMCR needs a Master Brief Sheet; USCGR needs a Personnel Data Extract-PDE).

3.  Current photograph, such as a DA Photo.  An official military photograph is preferred; however unofficial photographs will be accepted if an official photo is unavailable.

4.  Current physical fitness test.
5.  Current height/weight statement if applicable to service.
6.  Current medical or profile documentation if applicable.

7.  Any other documentation, projects, examples, products, etc.  you have been involved with that may give us a better understanding of your talents in regards to teaching at DINFOS.
